11:31 - "By FAITH the prostitute Rahab, because she 
welcomed the SPIES, was not killed with those who were 
disobedient."

I. GOD WILL MAKE A WAY!
Vs. 29 - When you feel TRAPPED.
Vs. 30 - When you face a MOUNTAIN.

A. When You Feel Like You've FAILED!
Joshua 2:1-7

NOTE: Prostitutes were OFTEN priestesses in the Canaanite 
religion.

For Rahab, HOPE came when she HEARD about the Israelites and 
the One True God! Others responded in FEAR.

B. To Receive God's MERCY! Joshua 2:12-19
(See Rom. 3:23 and Luke 5:31,32)

NOTE: The Scarlet Cord is a type of the BLOOD of JESUS.

C. He Will Work His PLAN Through You!
Joshua 6:22-25

NOTE: Archaeologists found at the NORTH end of Jericho, a short 
stretch of the lower city wall did NOT collapse as everywhere else 
did. A portion of the mud-brick wall was still standing to a height 
of over 8 feet!

Example: What was God's Plan for Rahab?
Salmon (Israelite Man) married Rahab!
Boaz (their son) married Ruth Obed (their son)
Jesse (their son)
King David!
